



Proverbs 3:13 – The Reward of Wisdom
Introduction

Like him, or loathe him, Kobe Bryant is one of the premier players in the NBA. Last year I watched a documentary on Kobe that detailed his role on the Laker team. It gave behind- the-scenes interviews and insights into what goes on during practice and game time. A main element of the show was Kobe watching and hearing himself during those games. A dominant habit emerged. Kobe was extremely vocal during the games. He talked all the time. He would tell his teammates what they should be doing. He would tell them how to run the offense and defense. What was interesting was Kobe didn’t realize he talked this much. In one interview he laughed in amazement, as he saw how much he said and how much he demanded of the other players. It surprised him to find out how vocally demanding he really was. Now, if you would have asked him, before the filming of this documentary, if he was vocally demanding of his teammates he would have said “No.” It wasn’t until he heard himself, that he realized how hard he was on his teammates. What he would have assumed to be true, was not when reality was seen.
I wonder how many of us assume true a pursuit of God, when reality says otherwise?  When asked about basic elements of the Christian life like reading our Bibles, memorizing and meditating on scripture, adoring and praising God, I wonder how many of us would answer, “Yes, I do all those things,” assuming them to be true. What if we were to have a camera put on our lives? What if we could actually see how we spend our time? Would we discover, like Kobe, that what we thought to be true was actually the exact opposite? 

This week’s study guide is more of a project than it is a Bible study.  Here is my challenge to you. Take the schedule that is attached to this paper and chart your life for one whole week. Write down everything you do and how long you spend doing it. After one week of recording the details of your life, go back over it and see how much of it was spent in a personal pursuit of God. Look to see what consumes you, what you are investing your life in right now. For some of us, it may be very eye-opening to realize that what we thought was true about our lives, was actually not. The sobering reality may be the discovery that very little of our time is spent actively pursuing God through His Word.  So, let the challenge begin, and when it is over, sit down with your parents and talk about what emerges as the main pursuit of your life. Let’s be a youth group dominated by people who love God and want to know Him more, so much so, that we spend personal time doing so, each and every day!
